The scope of this manual is limited to the description of the emitter as a control element. The description of the programming (“teaching“, etc.) with respect to the above 
mentioned tubular motors with built-in receiver as well as the external receivers is given in the instructions for the tubular motors with built-in receiverse and external receivers.
 

• When the battery is almost empty, the symbol for the "low battery" appears on the display. Change the battery without pressing a button. The actual time remains without a 
 battery and is displayed for 15 seconds. If the battery change takes longer than 15 seconds, the display and the current time must be reset. After changing the battery, press 
 the up button once and the "low battery" symbol disappears.
• By pressing the up and down button simultaneously for 3 seconds the operation will be locked and the display shows "LOC". By the same procedure the operation can 
 be unlocked.

15-channel emitter HD15BT with timer

The button assignment for the general functions is shown in the figure at the to of this page.
The desired channel is selected with the channel selection buttons.
If channel 15 is active, pressing the right channel selection button again activates the group function. In the group function, all channels can be controlled simultaneously and 
operated together by pressing the function buttons Up, Stop and Down.
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Mode selection

• The timer function is deactivated in manual mode.
• In automatic mode, the timer is activated and reacts at the set times.
• In random mode, the timer is activated and switches with a time delay of up to ± 15 minutes at the set times.
• To change the mode, press the mode selection button M for 3 seconds or keep it pressed to change continuously:
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• Transmission power: 10 mW
• Transmitter range: 100 m (outdoors)
  35 m, through max. 2 walls

• If the transmitter range or signal strength decreases, a battery replacement is required.
• Moisture, excessive temperature, dust and force harms the device and can destroy it.

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• This setting is only possible in manual mode.
• If no entries are made for 60 seconds, the time setting automatically exits.
• By pressing the "Stop button" the time setting exits without saving the entries.

Program the current time and day of the week
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• These settings are only possible in automatic or random mode.
• Up to 9 adjustable switching times are available for each up and down (9 time ranges, 18 switching times in total).
• The switching times can be selected for individual days, Monday to Friday, Monday to Saturday or Monday to Sunday.
• Pressing P2> 15 seconds deletes all timer settings.
• If no entries are made for 60 seconds, the timer setting automatically exits without saving the entries.
• By pressing the "Stop“ button the timer setting exits without saving the entries.
• The switching times can be assigned to a single channel as well as to the group channel.
• Switching times can be set for channel groups 1 ... 5, 6 ... 10, 11 ... 15 or 1 ... 15 - see below.
• Horizontal lines indicate inactive switching times in the time range shown. Saved switching times can be activated separately at any time
 or be set inactive - see under "Querying the set switching times".

During this setting the 
weekday still flashes.
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• Once the switching times for time range 1 have been entered, time ranges 2 to 9 can be selected by pressing the mode selection button M for further switching times 
  and set in the same way as described above.

Note:
• This function is only available in automatic or random mode.
• If no actions are carried out for 60 seconds, the query function automatically exits and the display changes to the standard display.
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Querying the set switching times
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Battery change

The access to the battery compartment is at the back of the emitter (see illustration on the left). Simply push the battery compartment cover downwards. 
The used button cell can now be removed and replaced. 

Important! - Only button cells of the same type (see page 1) should be used as a replacement.
